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Weston Public Service Scholarships are awarded each spring to students who will commence their public service the following fall semester.  The information provided below outlines the program's basic policies and application procedures.

Eligibility – The program is open to full-time CCNY students who will be sophomores, juniors, or seniors in the year of their internships. Applicants are accepted from any major. International students are not eligible. Students receiving a scholarship from another community-service program are not eligible for Weston scholarships.

Hours of Work Required – Students must serve 400 hours per calendar year in public/community service-related work.  Students may meet the requirement through a combination of part-time (while classes are in session) and full-time (during breaks) work.

Acceptable Positions – Work must be at the professional level in a government agency or non-profit organization. Positions involving mostly clerical duties do not qualify. 

Financial Support – Students receive scholarships of $10,000 per year, paid in two installments (one payment in the fall semester and one in the spring term).  Scholarships are paid as a combination of tuition and stipend.

Credits Earned – No credits are earned.

GPA Requirements – Students must maintain a GPA of 3.2.

Required Logs – Students must keep monthly logs of service activities and hours.
