     This letter is to inform you of two important requirements regarding the application procedure 

to the Sophie Davis School of Biomedical Education.  Please read it carefully!

     The Sophie Davis Application deadline date is January 9, 2012.  The application should be submitted much earlier to your college advisor to review and attach a transcript.  To be considered for the Sophie Davis School each applicant must submit a High School Transcript, SAT I and ACT Score sheets by the deadline date.  These official documents need to be submitted by the due date.   Be sure to check with your college advisor about their own deadlines for the application.

     In addition to the supplemental Sophie Davis application, you must also submit a general CUNY application with the Sophie Davis School of Biomedical Education as a choice.  The CUNY application must be completed online.  To apply go to www.cuny.edu/apply.  If you are also applying to Macaulay Honors College, submit both an Honors Application and a Sophie Davis Application. 

     All Sophie Davis admission notifications and decisions will be from the Sophie Davis School of Biomedical Education and on Sophie Davis letterhead.  Notification from CUNY is a separate process and you may receive notification about your general CUNY application before we send official correspondence about the Sophie Davis admission decision. ACT residual testing rules do not permit the scores from this exam to be used for applications to other colleges.




     To register for the ACT Exam visit http://med.cuny.edu/admissions.  Sabbath observers can also log on to register for the Wednesday, January 4, 2012 test date.  Students can register for the ACT Exam between November 11th and December 15th.   You will be exempt from the ACT only if you submit sufficient proof that you have taken the test no longer than a year prior to December 17, 2011.

     The ACT Testing will be completed by approximately 2:00pm.  

     Your application will be considered only if you have completed this examination. Rescheduling testing for Sabbath and non-Sabbath observers may not be possible, especially since the application deadline is January 9, 2012.
